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Operational Procedures Guideline for Charlotte Home Educators Association:
July 1, 2008

1. CHEA Director
The CHEA Director will be nominated by the Directors/Representatives of the CHEA
groups present at the meeting in which the vote for CHEA Director will be held. The
nominee must accept or decline the nomination. The CHEA Director will be selected from
the group of accepting nominees by a majority vote of the CHEA Group
Directors/Representatives present at the meeting in which said vote will be held. The term
for the CHEA Director will be for three (3) years. The vote will take place at the first
meeting of the calendar year.

2. CHEA Assistant Director
The CHEA Assistant Director will be nominated by the Directors/Representatives of the
CHEA groups present at the meeting in which the vote for CHEA Assistant Director will
be held. The nominee must accept or decline the nomination. The CHEA Assistant
Director will be selected from the group of accepting nominees by a majority vote of the
CHEA Group Directors/Representatives at the meeting in which said vote will be held. The
term for the CHEA Assistant Director will be for three (3) years. The vote will take place
at the first meeting of the calendar year.

3. Accountability Committee
The Accountability Committee is the CHEA body charged with oversight of CHEA groups
who are unable to meet the CHEA requirements for membership status. The
Accountability Committee is made up of three (3) CHEA Group Directors.  The
Accountability Committee members will serve for a term of three (3) years. The members
will be nominated and selected following the same procedures as for CHEA Director.
• Any CHEA group that is unable to meet the CHEA requirements after one (1) year will

be put on probation for a one (1) year period.
• Any CHEA group that is unable to meet the CHEA requirements after two (2)

consecutive years will be removed from CHEA.
 
 4. Board Meeting Minutes

 Board Meeting Minutes are to be distributed only to CHEA Board Directors. Prior to their
dissemination, the CHEA Director will review their content for accuracy.

 
 5. CHEA Activities

 CHEA Activities are open to all CHEA group members. A CHEA group leader may
exercise his or her discretion in allowing non-CHEA membersÕ attendance at such
activities. If space is limited, first priority must be given to CHEA group members.

 
 6. New Groups

 The criteria to be examined in determining whether or not to allow a new group CHEA
status is as follows:
• Is the group a viable group?
• Does the group meet a need?
• Does the group meet the current CHEA requirements?
• Is this group beneficial to the homeschooling movement in the Charlotte area?
The new group, once it has been admitted to CHEA, must observe CHEA meetings for one
year before it may be permitted to vote.    July 2008
